Pass Level Guidelines

All the tasks listed under ‘user documentation’ should be completed to a satisfactory standard. Your help documentation must be clear and well written.  In producing the documents you should consider the type of user that will need it; what level of understanding of the program's operation they will already have and whether your documentation is aimed at the correct level.

Merit and Distinction Level Guidelines

The pass guidelines should first be met.  For the merit level, you must complete the ‘evaluation’ tasks and provide a comparison of how well your program meets the original specification. For the distinction level your comparison must be in-depth, clear and your evaluation must be thorough and complete. 
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
